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       This past December, I hunted with Action Outdoor Adventures for a big Addax. When we got to the lodge I sighted 

in my .300 Weatherby Magnum with 180 grain Barnes Triple Shock Bullets.  I was hunting near the Hill Country, and in 

fact I could see the Hill Country from Hondo, which was the town where I was hunting.  Finally, when we got to go out 

hunting, we tried to close the gap on a heard of Addax.  We were out in a open field with brush not to far away, and the 

big female Addax (both female and male addax have horns) went into the thick scrub.  After we waited for 45 minutes, 

the Addax stepped out of the brush.  At first, the guide thought it was a male addax but then realized it was the big fe-

male.  I gently squeezed the trigger and the Addax fell right down.  After a few minutes of waiting to make sure she ex-

pired, we came up to her.  I knelt down beside her and I was amazed at how big and beautiful she was.  The Addax had 

giant horns about 38 inches long which the guide, who has been in the business for a long time said ñit take a lot of Ad-

dax to get a 38 incher.ò  I was honored to harvest such a wonderful animal. Credits to Action Outdoor Adventures for the 

great hunt!
